Engineer Dan Sarff reviewed the 2012 street project bids with the council.  He was pleased with the bids that were received.  Since the bid price was close to his estimated project cost, the last set of proposed assessments should be accurate.  The only changes made to the assessment roll were the sanitary sewer work behind the right of way.  Assessment notices will be mailed out soon.  The assessments will be for fifteen years, consistent with the last two project assessments.  The interest rate will be two percent over the average bond rate or a maximum of five percent.  Mayor Swanson thanked Engineer Sarff for attending.

Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 6-35-12 declaring cost to be assessed and ordering preparation of proposed assessment.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Donovan and Christian.  Motion carried.    

B. Resolution 6-36-12 hearing on proposed assessment

Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 6-36-12calling for hearing on proposed assessment.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Donovan and Christian.  Motion carried.    

Miscellaneous

· Councilor Etherington felt that the whole council should have been involved in the decision when a cheaper bi-directional tractor was found.  Councilor Schultz explained that the council had approved $29,000 for a bi-directional tractor.  One was found for $20,000 so there was no problem.  Councilor Schultz felt that staff should be commended for saving the city money.  Administrator Woodruff noted that this was discussed at the previous council meeting.  At that time the tractor had not been paid for.  It was the general consensus of those present that the council should meet to discuss changes to approved items.
