Mayor Hollerich called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station

Unfinished Business
1.  Dan Sarff – Alley Report 
Engineer Sarff presented the preliminary engineering report for the alley improvement project.  He explained that the sewer line was televised last year and is reasonable shape for its age.  There are a number of mineral deposits indicating some I/I issues.  Since the alley is full of small utilities and a gas line, it would be a challenge to dig up the sewer line to replace it.  He recommended lining the sewer main and the three sewer laterals to the properties on the south side of the alley.  The houses on the north side of the alley are connected to the sewer line on Smith Street.  There is no water main in the alley.  Engineer Sarff explained that the alley does not drain well and he is proposing a storm sewer line with three inlets.  Since the alley is used for deliveries, Engineer Sarff recommends a heavier pavement to handle the truck traffic.  The estimated total for this project is $129,000.  He discussed with the council the proposed project schedule.  Mayor Hollerich asked about assessing the heavier base/pavement since the alley also abuts residences.  Engineer Sarff replied that there may be a clause in the assessment policy to address this.  He did note that there was a precedent for assessing the sewer lining.  Engineer Sarff also noted that the city has applied assessment caps in the past.  He will provide a draft assessment roll.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 33-6-16 receiving preliminary engineering report and calling for hearing on improvement.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow, Christian, Treanor and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

Mayor Hollerich requested to move the July 5th meeting to July 12th.  The assessment roll could be reviewed at this meeting.  It was the general consensus to move the council meeting.     
2. Update on Filter Plant
Engineer Sarff explained that they finished painting the water filter today.  They plan to start installing the media on July 5th.  There is still some piping to install.  Engineer Sarff reported the contractors hope to start treating the water the third week in July.  Engineer Sarff noted that they did find significant deterioration at the bottom of the water filter.  It was good to get the problem fixed before there were major leaks.  The council thanked Engineer Sarff for this reports.  
Administrator Woodruff explained that due to the large amount of water used for a fire, rust broke loose in the water mains.  Several complaints of rusty water were received the past few days.  
New Business

A. Resolution 30-6-16 Rural Taxing District 2016  

Mayor Hollerich explained that the rural taxing district was set up last year and the list is reviewed annually.  Administrator Woodruff reported there were no changes to the list.  Mayor Hollerich moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 30-6-16 approving the 2016 parcels in the Rural Service District.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Abstain:  Etherington.  Motion carried.  
B.  Resolution 31-6-16 Tree trimming
The council discussed the list of trees that need to be removed.  Mayor Hollerich asked if Bob Johnson had submitted a plan for his boulevard trees yet.  It was the consensus of the council not remove Bob Johnson’s boulevard tree until a boulevard tree plan is reviewed.  Mayor Hollerich asked if the tree trimming budget need to be increased since most if not all of the budget will be spent on tree removal.  Administrator Woodruff suggested the council could spend $5,000 on tree trimming and $5,000 on tree removal.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 31-6-16 approving Pfeffer Tree Service to trim trees in the amount up to $5,000 and to get an estimate for tree removal.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
C. Resolution 32-6-16 Utility Vehicle 
Mayor Hollerich noted that the public works department had previously inquired about getting an additional gator.  Since Sertoma is using the gator for beautification projects, an additional one is needed.  The council discussed that the 2006 Polaris was heavier duty than the quoted gator model.  Mayor Hollerich moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 32-6-16 purchasing the 2006 Polaris at a cost of $5,000.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
D. Donation Requests
The Small Business Development Center and Southern MN Initiative Foundation requested donations.  Both request donations annually.  Mayor Hollerich felt the EDA small business loans are a better use of funds.  It was the consensus of the council to deny the donation requests this year.  
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:45 p.m.
