Unfinished Business:
1. Splash Pad update Resolution 36/06/18 Splash Pad Enhancements
Patty Woodruff updated the council on funds raised $88,665.00 to date for the project. The park board added enhancements to the splash pad such as picnic tables, benches, bike rake, and gutters to the building totaling approximately $53,750.00. The park board has remaining funds $34915.00 to be put in reserve for future updates 2019. Councilman Etherington pointed out that the community is aware the funds building the splash pad came from the muni.
Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 36-06-18 approving splash pad update. Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow, Warner, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  


2. Resolution 28/5/18 MNDOT Agreement
To provide payment by the city of Mapleton to the State of the City to share the cost of restoring memorial plaza. The construction will be along highway No. 22 from the north edge of Mapleton to junction of 206th street. Woodruff and Hollerich meet with Robert and Marry Ann from MNDOT to discuss plans for the project along with having a written agreement. Councilman Christian requested to have an itemized statement from MN DOT on materials used.
Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 28-5-18 approving MNDOT agreement. Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow, Warner, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

3. Day Care meeting June 19th – Budget item for the City
Administrator Woodruff prompted the council about the future of the Child Care Center of Mapleton re-opening. The city and school would work together on the center. Woodruff explained that there is a large need for the center. Currently the city has a survey out asking for feedback if the city of Mapleton needs the center. Hollerich told the council the city would have to plan on budging $10,000 to $30,000 loss per year to sustain the center.

Midwest Asphalt was the low bid for the annual crack filling for 2018. The budget is $5000.

1. Resolution 34-06-18 Overlay
Public Works Supervisor Chaffee explained the roads condition of 1st and 2nd SE and that the surface is failing. The engineer recommended an overlay of the street. Low bid was Nielsen blacktopping to do the overlay. The city will not seal coat this year but will overlay 2nd Ave SE 1st Ave SE will be overlay in 2019
Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 34-06-18 approving overlay with Nielsen blacktopping. Roll call vote:  Aye: Etherington, Maslakow, Warner, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.       

1. Resolution 35-06-18 Replacing of Bleachers
There is a budget to replace bleachers over five years. Public Works Supervisor Chaffee presented the council with prices to replace the bleachers and volunteered to drive down to pick them up. The park board suggested purchasing two set of four row bleachers with wheels to make it easy to move for baseball and tennis. The cost $3,811.40.  
Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 35-06-18 approving replacing of bleachers Roll call vote:  Aye: Etherington, Maslakow, Warner, Christian, and Hollerich.  Nay: none.  Motion carried.  
 
1. Resolution 37-06-18 election Judges  
Administrator Woodruff presented a list of election judges for November 6, 2018 election.

Public Works Supervisor Chaffee explained he received quotes for service plans to inspect all units annually as a precaution for the cooling and heating systems.

1. Resolution 40-06-18 Personal Policy
