Unfinished Business
1.  Property on 409 1st Ave SW

Administrator Woodruff reported that all of the people who submitted bids have looked at the property.  Public Works staff have worked very hard empting out the garage.  A car was found in the back of the garage that Administrator Woodruff will try to sell.

b. Resolution 27-6-16 Tree Removal

Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 27-6-16 approving Pfeffer Tree Service to remove the trees from 409 First Ave SW.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor and Maslakow.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian and Hollerich.  Motion carried.  
New Business

A. Resolution 24-6-16 Calling for Report on Alley  

Administrator Woodruff reported that the alley behind Dietz Foods and Mapleton Farm & Home is in terrible shape.  Acting Mayor Treanor asked about assessments.  Administrator Woodruff replied that abutting property owners will be assessed half of the cost.  Councilor Etherington clarified that this is just the start of the process and the property owners can come in later to express their opinions.  Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 24-6-16 ordering the preparation of a report on an improvement for the alley between Second Ave NE and First Ave NE.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor and Maslakow.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian and Hollerich.  Motion carried.  
B. Resolution 26-6-16 Draw Request 1 
Administrator Woodruff reported that the water filter has been patched and sandblasted.  The painters should be starting soon.  The project will likely be completed in mid-July as it takes a long time for the paint to dry.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 26-6-16 approving draw request number one from Shank Constructors, Inc. in the amount of $122,001.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor and Maslakow.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian and Hollerich.  Motion carried.        

C. Request of Cactus Court 
Steve Langworthy requested Cactus Court be repaved.  Councilor Treanor asked it is could be tied in with another project.  Wastewater Operator Bartholomew did not think that the street could just have an overlay.  Administrator Woodruff explained that 35% percent of property owners are required to sign the petition and Mr. Langworthy owns 50%.  Administrator Woodruff noted that this can wait until there is a street project to which Cactus Court could be included.  It was the consensus to have the city engineer look at the street.  

D.  Lease Agreement with Winnebago 
Administrator Woodruff explained the lease is for a Graco street line painter to be used for painting yellow curbs.  The police are concerned that the yellow has not been painted on curbs in a long time.  There have also been some requests to repaint curbs yellow.  Acting Mayor Treanor asked if the white parking stripes could be re-painted on Main Street.  He also asked if the city should purchase a street line painter.  Administrator Woodruff replied that the public works employees are going to rent one this time and may look at purchasing a street line painter in the future.  It was the general consensus of the council to approve the lease agreement with the city of Winnebago.  
E. Resolution 28-6-16 Election Judges
Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 28-6-16 appointing election judges for the primary election and general election.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor and Maslakow.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian and Hollerich.  Motion carried.    
F. Resolution 29-6-16 Sellers Construction estimates
Administrator Woodruff explained that some curb needs to be repaired on Central Ave N and a section of sidewalk replaced at 306 Main St NE due to a water line repairs.  Sellers Construction also submitted an estimate to repair two fire hydrants.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 29-6-16 approving repairs of sidewalk, curb and replacement of hydrants.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor and Maslakow.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian and Hollerich.  Motion carried.  
Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Acting Mayor Treanor adjourned the meeting at 7:25 p.m.
