Mayor Swanson called the public hearing to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.  Engineer Sarff presented an overview of the proposed street and utility project.  He also explained how the assessments were calculated and the assessment process.  

Dick VanBrundt questioned why this project was starting so late in the season and who was paying the extra cost for the 9-ton road.  Engineer Sarff explained that the excess is picked by the city.  Mr. VanBrundt also asked about hiring a private contractor for the behind the right of way work.  

Coleen Lindemann asked if there would be a bituminous surface this year.  Engineer Sarff explained that the first one layer should be this fall and the final lift next spring.  

Bill McGregor asked about his sewer line to his house.  He noted that VanRossum’s line was connected to his.    

Larry Walsh asked about the depth of the sump pump line.

Ross Peterson asked questions about his driveway and how long he would not be able to have access to his garage.  

Andrea Johnson asked if it was possible to hire the concrete subcontractor for a personal job.  

Sara Isebrand asked if the project does not get finished this year, would the assessments not get assessed until next year also.  Engineer Sarff explained that the city still needs an income stream to pay the bond interest.  The state law is the assessments are due thirty days after the assessment hearing.  

Mayor Swanson closed the public hearing and opened the council meeting at 7:50 p.m.  

Councilor Etherington asked if the council is adopting the assessments with changes because of the points Mr. McGregor made about his sewer line.  Engineer Sarff explained that it depends on what the condition of the sewer line is when they dig.  The assessment is set except the behind the right of way amounts could change.  Engineer Sarff also noted that some might hire private contractor for the behind the right of way and then those amounts would not be assessed.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 7-42-12 adopting assessment.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Schultz and Christian.  Motion carried.  

Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Donovan seconded to adopt Resolution 7-43-12 accepting bid of BCM Construction, Inc.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Schultz and Christian.  Motion carried.  

Mayor Swanson adjourned the meeting at 8:35 p.m.
