Mayor Hollerich called the council meeting to order at 7:00p.m. In the council chambers at the Mapleton fire station.

Pledge of Allegiance 
All present stood and said the pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Approval of Agenda
Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt the agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Quarterly Update:  Chief Honsey briefly informed the council about the Police dept budget, new items for the cars, and retiring K9.

 Meet Jake Thompson – New Public Works employee

Community comment: Dr. Jeff Taylor was briefly talked about the water problem by his house and the park. He was wondering if the city had a solution to this problem. 
Orval Gartner also shared his concerns about the day care center and using tax payers dollars to support the center.   

Presentation: southern MN Initiative Fund - Alissa Oeltjenbruns shared about SMIF. Alissa explained how Smif was there to help business and that there are still grants available. 
 
Unfinished Business:

1. Dan Sarff – Water Tower update on coating
Dan Sarff explained the update on the water tower, they were not aware the bowl had a clear coat on it. Dan said the additional sand blasting would be $8,200 extra. Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 48-7-18 removing clear coating. Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich Christian absent.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried. 
 
2. Day Care   – budget item for the city 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mayor Hollerich stated that the Day Care Task force has been working for 2 years on reopening the Day Care Center.  The task force has worked with the Maple River School District to reopen with the school running the staff of the center.  Currently there is a shortage in Mapleton and across Minnesota for Day Care.  Councilor Warner said he does not like to see the city involved with raising kids.  Mayor Hollerich said it would be a better if a private party was to open the center but that has not happened yet.  He stated there is a person that has looked at the center and the task force is working with that person.  Mayor Hollerich said for the center to cash flow it may need to be supplemented by tax payer dollars to keep the center open. Community member Gartner felt the Face book survey may not be accurate due the age range of survey takes, also if there was any help from the city for new business coming in to town. Major Hollerich explained, the City of Mapleton has 2 loan programs to help small business. He also presented a breakdown of what it would cost homes with a value of $100,000, $150,000 and $200,000.  He said he has been working with city staff on ways to cut other areas in the budget so levy for day care would be less of an impact for residents.  Councilor Etherington said he felt all council members should be at the meeting to decide on this increase. Councilmen Maslakow motion to move budging for the day care center. Motion failed. 
   
3. Splash Pad update 
Public works Chaffee briefly updated the council on the splash pad. He said everything is going along smooth and walls are being put up inside the bathrooms. The Project should be done by the end of July.

4. T.Winters- letters from attorney and emails sent to attorney
Mayor Hollerich and Woodruff explained the attorney from Kennedy and Kennedy said that they should meet with Winters one last time. Council members would like to end contact with T. Winters.


New Business  
A. Resolution 44-7-2018 Retirement of K9
 Chief Honsey explained that K9 Chester has done his purpose, the dog is going to be approximately10years old this year. The police dept. would like to retire him without the intent of getting another K9. Officer Lawson would continue ownership of the dog. Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 44-7-18 approving retirement of K9. Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich Christian absent.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.    

B. Resolution  45-7-2018 Squad Car Computer Replacement
Chief Honsey explained that the Police Dept. is on a 5 year replacement program and they are currently using Toughbook since 2007. Honsey also explained that the mapping software they use will not work on the Toughbook’s. Since the books are both due for an update he would like to take this time to purchase new computers in the police cars. Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 45-7-18 approving squad car computer replacement. Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich Christian absent.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.    
   
C. Resolution  46-7-2018 Bunker Block for compost site 
Public works Chaffee explained what the bunkers were, and how they would help keep the compost site more organized and look cleaner. He also requested a sign to direct people where to dump their compost. Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 46-7-18 approving bunker blocks for the compost Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich Christian absent.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried. 

D. Resolution 47-7-18 Dress Uniforms for the Fire Department
Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 47-7-18 approving Dress uniforms for the Fire Department Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich Christian absent.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.

E. Fire Department would like to take new pumper to St. Paul to honor Tim Royce’s name being put on the Minnesota Fire Fighters Memorial. It was the consensus of the council to allow Mapleton Fire Dept. to take new pumper to honor Tim Royce.

Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adjourn the meeting at 8:45.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
