Mayor Hollerich called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station

Public Works Quarterly Update
Wastewater Operator Bartholomew reported on the following:

· The filter plant is back on line
· Flushing of the water mains this week and next week

· Hunter passed the wastewater Class D license test

· Discussed the equipment rotation next year.  The Kubota & John Deere loader tractor are up for replacement

· Possible street projects

Mayor Hollerich noted that it was a good meeting and it is good to have the filter plant working again.
Community Comment

No one was present for Community Comment.    
Presentation:  Ronda Allis of MNDOT District 7 

Ronda Allis of MNDOT District 7 presented information regarding the ten-year capital highway investment proposal.  They take into account pavement condition, traffic counts and community comment on which roads are scheduled for improvement.  MNDOT tries to do a mix of overlay and complete reconstruction projects so not every road is due for repair/replacement at the same time.  The ten-year plan is continually changing and is a work in progress.  Mrs. Allis went into detail about the upcoming Highway 22 project in 2017 and 2018.  They will be doing a study for the Highway 22 corridor from St. Peter to Mapleton.  Mayor Hollerich thanked Mrs. Allis for the information.  He appreciated being able to provide input.  
Public Hearing – Alley located between Main Street NE and Smith Street NE from First Avenue NE and Second Avenue NE

Mayor Hollerich closed the council meeting and opened the public hearing at 7:40 p.m.  Engineer Sarff presented information about the proposed alley project.  Drainage, surface and sanitary sewer improvements are planned with an estimated cost of approximately $130,000.  It will be paid for with special assessments, utility funds and general funds.  The city developed standard assessment rates in 2012 and they were adjusted based on current construction costs.  The sewer lining is based on the cost for the 2014 sewer lining project.  The assessment hearing is scheduled for November 15, 2016.  The construction will take place during September and October.  Stan Solie asked about the blacktop.  Engineer Sarff explained it will be a heavier pavement but the assessments are based on a normal residential section.  The city will pick up the difference in cost for the heavier pavement.  Jim Heins asked about how the sewer was lined.  Tim Solie asked if the estimates are close to construction costs this year.  Engineer Sarff replied that September might not be an ideal time for starting a project.  If the bids come in high, the council may wait until spring and re-bid the project.  The assessment rates are not impacted by the bids received.  Cindy Wishart asked about how long the alley will be under construction.  Engineer Sarff estimated the project will take approximately one month.  Stan Solie thought that he had already paid for an alley assessment once about ten to fifteen years ago.  Administrator Woodruff replied that there has not been an alley assessment in several years but she would look through assessment records.  Mayor Hollerich closed the public hearing and reopened the council meeting at 8:09 p.m.

1. Update on Filter Plant 
The filter plant is functioning and filtering the water again.  The public works staff will be flushing the water mains this week and part of next week.  
New Business

A. Resolution 37-7-16 Ordering improvement and preparation of plans  

Engineer Sarff hopes to have plans for approval at the next council meeting.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 37-7-16 ordering improvement and preparation of plans on the alley located between Main Street NE and Smith Street NE from First Avenue NE and Second Avenue NE.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
B.  Resolution 38-7-16 Purchasing of medical bags
Fire Chief Froehlich explained there are two identical sets of bags. One set is for the rescue van and the other is on the pumper.  By having these bags, it will reduce the amount of items to carry in the door so they can start helping the people faster.  The bags are custom designed so our equipment will fit in them.  The same company designs and builds the bags for Gold Cross.  Mayor Hollerich noted it is a benefit to have compartments for everything so to easily find items.  Fire Chief Froehlich noted that they have been looking for bags for several months.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 38-7-16 approving purchase of medical bags at a cost of $1,811.94.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Treanor, Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.
