Administrator Woodruff explain in the past snow was being piled by the Child Care Center, in the future the snow will be hauled out. Shanahan also thanked the council and city for helping reopen the child care center. 
Public Heading: Flood Plan Ordinance

A. Flood Plain Ordinance- Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Christian seconded to approving Flood Plain Ordinance.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Christian, Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay: none. Motion carried. 
New Business:
B. Resolution 42-07-19 Workflow Module- Administrator Woodruff shared with the council a new module for the city’s fund accounting computer system. That will allow each department to code their own invoices, and starting the process of becoming paperless. Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Froehlich seconded to adopt Resolution 42-07-19 approving Workflow Module Roll call vote:  Aye: Christian, Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay: none. Motion carried.

C. Resolution 43-07-19 Participate in National Flood Insurance Program-Administrator Woodruff explain to the council by approving the flood insurance program residents of Mapleton will be able to purchase flood insurance for their homes. Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 43-07-19 approving Participate in National Flood Insurance Program.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Christian, Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay: none. Motion carried. 
D. Resolution 44-07-19 Changes and Additions for 2020- Administrator Woodruff shared with the council staff changes for 2020, Amber Duncanson will be promoted to City Clerk, Sarah Olsen will transition to account technician, and Jake Weise will take over liquor store manager. The cost of living increase for full time employees will be set at 2.0% for each year 2021-2023. Changing on call time from a percentage to an increase of 5 cents per hour for police and 3 cents per hour for public works. Mayor Hollerich thanked Administrator Woodruff and staff for all the work they did on putting together a plan for 2020 to make the transition smoother. Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 44-07-19 approving Changes and additions for 2020.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Christian, Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay: none. Motion carried.

E. Resolution 45-07-19 Approving Replacement Motor- Public Works Supervisor Chaffee informed the council the current motor was installed in 1985. Councilor Froehlich moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 41-07-19 approving Replacement Motor.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Christian, Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay: none. Motion carried.
F. Public Works Supervisor Chaffee shared with the council to charge resident for a water cover over a curb stop. This cost the city 106.24 when resident cement out driveways. Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt addition fee of $110.00 for water cover over curb stop.  Roll call vote:  Aye: Christian, Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay: none. Motion carried.

G. Dollar General- Administrator Woodruff talked with Joe Massop he has been approached by Dollar General to purchase 250’ by 200feet of Massops land. Dollar General want to develop a street 150ftp for access to the store. Massop would like to know if the city would take ownership and maintenance of the street once build and the cities specifications. It is a consensus of the council to take over the street once the plain pass MNDOT. 
H. SBDC Funds Request-Administrator asked the council if they would like to make a donation to SBDC fund. Is was a consensus of the Council to passed on donating.
I. Resolution 46-07-2019 Loan Extension for Bruce Sellers- Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Loan Extension for Bruce Sellers. Roll call vote:  Aye: Christian, Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay: none. Motion carried.
J. 2020 Improvement project, schedule was handed out to council. Public Works Supervisor Chaffee informed the council the earlier we start working on the street project the better bids.
