A. Community Member Ray Marquardt explained his feelings about the upcoming 5th Ave
NE reconstruction. Marquardt had a few question for the council, he explained that is would be his 3rd assessment in the 35 years he has lived here. Marquardt also shared that there was a reconstruction project done in 1999, and according to the research he has found these roads should last 25-39 years. He asked if there are no issues currently with the utilities why they need to update them. City administrator Woodruff explained that the utilities go behind the homes. Some are not able to be shut off if service work is needed. Ron swifts water lines run across private property and over to Sixth Avenue. Ron Swift stated his sewer also goes to Sixth Avenue.
