Adopt Agenda

Unfinished Business

A. 2012 Budget

Administrator Woodruff reported that currently the budget is at a five percent increase.  She asked if the council had any questions.  Council members questioned various items.  Councilor Schultz stated that this is a relief to be able to keep the budget lower this year after the budget concerns of the past few years.  Administrator Woodruff will have a resolution at the next meeting to adopt the preliminary budget.

B. Resolution 44-8-11 Approving New Roof on Park Shelter and Shed

George Langworthy added a beam to his bid to that the bids are comparable.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Schultz seconded to adopt Resolution 44-8-11 approving the bid of George Langworthy to put a steel roof on the park shelter and shed.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.  

C.  Resolution 45-8-11 Fire Station

Administrator Woodruff reported that the warranty in question was 100 percent for five years and years sic through ten were pro-rated.  Councilor Donovan asked how the foam would hold up to hail.  The council asked how often the foam would have to be painted.  Administrator Woodruff replied every five years at a cost of approximately $1,200.  Councilor Schultz noted that it could be painted three times for the cost of a rubber roof, which would also have maintenance issues.  He also noted the foam would have a higher R-value.  Councilor Schultz moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 45-8-11 approving the fire roof repairs to Ron Schultz.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.   

New Business

A. Resolution 47-8-11 Sidewalk Replacement
Administrator Woodruff explained the difference between the two quotes is that Steve Trio is putting in rebar.  She contacted him and he did not want to remove the rebar from his quote.  There was a discussion of the work to be done on First Ave SE.  Councilor Donovan moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 47-8-11 hiring Marc Briar to repair and remove sidewalk.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Donovan, Etherington, Schultz and Swanson.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.  

B. Sale of dump truck

It was the consensus of the council to take the truck to B & R to be salvaged.  

C. Resolution 48-8-11 Adding gutter and down spouts to city shop

Councilor Donovan asked if the shop gutters was budgeted.  Administrator Woodruff replied that it was not.  When it rains hard the water comes in the building on the north side and the south side is wet and causing the sidewalk to crack.  It was the consensus of the council to put on the list of potential list of repairs next year.

· Councilor Donovan asked if there is any more wood on St. Andrew’s Court.  Administrator Woodruff has not heard any updates.
