Acting Mayor Schultz called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station.

Pledge of Allegiance

All present stood and said the Pledge of Allegiance to the flag.

Consent Agenda

Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt the consent agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.

Councilor Treanor and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt the agenda.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.
Community Comment

Bob Johnson invited a member of the council or city staff to be a guest of the Region 9 Renewable Energy Task Force to tour the renewable energy facility at Gustavus on September 13th.  

Liquor Store Quarterly Update
Liquor Store Manager Johnson reported on the following items:

· They are hosting the beverages at the Fire Fighters Dance

· An additional gambling box will be added behind the bar.

· The ice freezer is gone and they are bagging ice on demand.

· Liquor Store Manager Johnson passed out a copy of the lunch menu and they will be adding dinner beginning September 1st.

Unfinished Business:

A. Hardware Store update:  Phase 1 environmental inspection done 

Councilor Schultz explained that the Phase 1 inspection was completed and we are awaiting the results.  The closing is scheduled for August 30th.  He also noted that another lot in the Caron addition is in the process of being sold.  Councilor Etherington asked about the hardware store.  Administrator Woodruff explained that no taxpayer dollars are being spent on it.  Councilor Schultz stated that a local party would purchase the building right away with a repayment agreement over fourteen years.  

B. Clock in Park

Councilor Treanor felt that the clock should be fixed since a lot of people worked hard to get the funds raised for it.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 40-08-13 repairing the clock with automatic time adjustment at a cost of $3,400.  Roll Call Vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Schultz, Christian and Treanor.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Swanson.  Motion carried.  

New Business

A. Subordination of loan

Christine Schiprett received a Small Cities Development Program loan in 2006.  She is now applying for a small home equity loan.  The bank is requesting the SCDP loan be subordinated to third position.  Administrator Woodruff explained that this has not been a problem in the past.  Councilor Schultz noted that she is over halfway though the time period that she needs to stay in the house for the loan to be forgiven.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to subordinate the loan of Christine Schiprett to third position.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  

B. Public hearing date for liquor store

Councilor Schultz explained that the past two years the liquor store lost money so the council must hold a public hearing.  It is a Council decision if the liquor store should remain open.  He sees public hearings as not only an opportunity to gain input, but to also educate the public.  It was the consensus of the council to hold the public hearing on September 17th.  

C. Seal Coating 5 year plan schedule

Councilor Christian was involved in a discussion two or three years ago regarding a nine-year seal coating plan.  Bolton and Menk put together a four-year plan to catch up on the seal coating since seal coating had not been done for a few years.  Administrator Woodruff is working on a five-year plan for the budget.  She would like to have a set amount each year for budgeting purposes.  The seal coating plan will need to be re-evaluated every year.  Councilor Christian stated that the seal coating needs to be done.  Councilor Schultz thought it was a good idea to do the same amount of seal coating each year.  It was the consensus to approve the schedule that was in the council packet.  

D. Miscellaneous

· Administrator Woodruff noted that the county would fog seal Main Street on Monday.  Wastewater Operator Bartholomew is busy sweeping the rock off of the streets.  Following this application, the county will stripe the lines.  

· Councilor Schultz noted that Blue Earth County held the 100th drug court graduation.  Police Chief Honsey was recognized for his participation.  Police Chief Honsey wanted it noted that the recognition is for the whole department and the council.  

· Engineer Sarff had informed Administrator Woodruff that the PFA list has not been released yet, but should be soon.  

· Administrator Woodruff informed the council that the parking lines on the 200 block of Second Ave NE would be striped on Thursday.

 Acting Mayor Schultz adjourned the meeting at 7:26 p.m.
