Community Comment

Unfinished Business
A.  Tanya Winters-Final Violation Notice & Update on water usage and fence permit 
Mayor Hollerich explained that there are two different options for Tanya Winters final violation notice.  Administrator Woodruff noted that the city attorney felt that option 1 would be better if the city ends up in court.  Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to send final ordinance violation notice option 1 in the amount of $12,018.75.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  
Administrator Woodruff reported that the water was shut off in March for non-payment and someone keeps turning the water back on.  Administrator Woodruff had told Ms. Winters that she had to pay $200 down and sign an agreement to have the bill paid off by the end of September.  Staff also needed to inspect the water meter as it wasn’t showing any water usage.  Councilor Warner felt that there should be a fine for residents who turn their own water on at the curb and for by-passing the water meter.  Administrator Woodruff replied that staff is purchasing a lock to put over the shut off.  Public works staff inspected the water meter and found that the pin was broken, indicating that the meter had been tampered.  As a result, Ms. Winters will also be charged for a new water meter.  Mayor Hollerich felt this payment arrangement was generous.  It was the general consensus of the council to have Ms. Winters pay the $200 down plus the cost of the meter up front.  Ms. Winter must also sign an agreement to make set weekly payments through the end of September.  If Ms. Winters does not make payments per the agreement, then her water will be shut off again.  Councilor Warner also felt that the city attorney should be directed to disregard communications from Ms. Winters as this costs the city money.    
New Business

A. Resolution 54-08-18 Purchase Dietz’s Property
Mayor Hollerich explained that the Lana Dietz Trust needs to close.  The EDA came forward with a plan to purchase the building from the Trust and Cindy Wishart will lease the building for a minimum of ten years up to twenty years.  Ten years’ worth of payments will equal the purchase price of the building so the EDA will be reimbursed for the cost of the building.  Mrs. Wishart will have the option to purchase the building at any time.  Mayor Hollerich noted that this is a good deal for all parties involved.  Councilor Warner     moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 54-08-18 purchasing the Dietz’s property and leasing property.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Maslakow, Warner, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.  

B. Clarification to personnel policy
Mayor Hollerich explained that the clarification is to when changes in pay go into effect.  The yearly step increases will go into effect at the beginning of payroll 1 in January.  It was the general consensus of the council to approve this clarification.
C. Liquor Store Hours
Councilor Etherington asked why the off-sale was scheduled to close at 6 pm on Sunday.  He felt that as long as there was a bartender was there, both the on and off sale should be open.  Deputy Clerk Olsen explained that the state law that went into effect last year stipulates that the off-sale must close at 6 pm on Sundays.      
Councilor Maslakow and Councilor Etherington seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:28 p.m.
