Mayor Hollerich called the council meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. in the Council Chambers at the Mapleton Fire Station

Unfinished Business

1. Nuisance Property of Tanya Winters – update
Administrator Woodruff reported that the property will be cleaned up tomorrow.  Fourth Ave SE will be blocked off as the storage containers will take up most of the road.  
New Business

A. Resolution 51-09-17 EDA Loan for Child Care Center   
Mayor Hollerich explained the EDA discussed the child care center at their last meeting.  The school has agreed to take over the staffing of the center.  The task force is looking for grants to fund startup expenses.  The EDA approved a line of credit up to $30,000 and will hold a lien against the property.  There are outstanding and back expenses totaling approximately $15,000.  The remaining $15,000 will be used for general operating expenses until revenue starts coming in.  Councilor Warner wanted to know about the terms of the loan and if there was a business plan.  Mayor Hollerich noted that the consultant had prepared a business plan that included a breakeven point per number of kids.  The interest rate will be similar to the Blue Earth County loan program.  Mayor Hollerich explained that the child care crisis is making child care an amenity in communities.  It is hard to increase the number of home based daycare even though the demand for it is high.  He noted that day care becomes a city problem when people stop moving here because of the lack of day care.  Mayor Hollerich explained that the city, school and other interested parties will oversee the day to day operations.  He has confidence that the business end will be better handled going forward.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 51-9-17 approving an EDA loan with the Child Care Center of Mapleton.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.    
B. Resolution 52-09-17 Delinquent Accounts Certified to Tax 2018
Administrator Woodruff noted that we will hold the list and continue to update it for the next couple of weeks as people continue to make payments.  She also noted that the fence fine for Tonya Winters is on the list.  After tomorrow the cleanup costs can be assessed to the property also.  Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 52-9-17 certifying delinquent utility accounts and other delinquent accounts for tax levy collectible in 2018.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow, Warner and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  

C. Resolution 53-09-17 Designating Polling place
Mayor Hollerich explained that this is a new law that cities must designate a polling place every year.  Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 53-09-17 designating precinct polling place as 103 Third Ave NE.  Roll call vote: Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow, Warner, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.  
D. Close street request 
Mayor Hollerich explained that the residents of Smith Court requested the street closure for a block party.  It was the consensus of the council to approve the request.    
E. Gravel area by water tower  
Administrator Woodruff explained that the actual cost of the storm line that was installed was approximately half of the estimated cost.  Boening Brothers offered to gravel the area at a reduced rate if it can be combined with another project.  Councilor Warner noted that it makes sense to gravel the area now.  Mayor Hollerich noted that the council has not officially approved any bathrooms or any other improvement to that area.  Councilor Warner stated that it wouldn’t be a waste as more parking is needed in the park.  Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Etherington seconded to adopt Resolution 54-9-17 approving Boening Brothers Construction estimate to haul and grade gravel for the proposed parking lot and bathroom pad.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Etherington, Christian, Maslakow, Warner, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Motion carried.
Councilor Etherington moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adjourn the council meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:29 p.m.
