Unfinished Business
A.  Rental Units-map of rental homes 
The council reviewed the map of rental homes with a 250 foot boundary around each rental property.  The council discussed having the EDA reach out to developers to build new apartment buildings.    
B. Revised Resolution 52-8-19 
Excavation was not included in the original bid for more concrete at the splash pad.  Councilor Froehlich moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Revised Resolution 52-8-19 adding extension and storm sewer line around splash pad.  Aye:  Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.
New Business

A. Resolution 63-09-19 Purchasing Copier
Deputy Clerk Olsen explained administration staff was looking at scanners to scan invoices into the new Banyon program.  The current copier is 9 years old.  Staff decided it was more efficient to purchase a new copier with better scanning capabilities.  The new copier can scan documents into an email, folder or USB drive.  The office laser printer will be phased out due to the high cost of toner.  Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Froehlich seconded to adopt Resolution 63-09-19 purchasing new copier from Metro Sales in the amount of $5,532.00.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.
B. Resolution 64-09-19 Caron Lot Signatures
Administrator Woodruff explained that currently Mayor Hollerich and she sign the paperwork when a Caron lot sells.  She requested that Amber Duncanson and Mayor Hollerich sign the paperwork in the future.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Froehlich seconded to adopt Resolution 64-09-19 approving sale of lot.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.

C. Resolution 65-9-19 Certify Delinquent Accounts to County
Administrator Woodruff explained this is the annual list of delinquent utility and other delinquent accounts.  The list will be submitted to the county in mid-October to give people a little more time to pay.  Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 65-09-19 certifying delinquent utility accounts and other delinquent accounts for tax levy collectible in 2020.  Roll call vote:  Aye:   Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.

D. October meeting dates
Mayor Hollerich explained that October has five Tuesdays.  He recommended moving the October meetings to the second and fourth Tuesdays so that we don’t have a meeting again next week.  Councilor Froehlich requested the meetings quarter one 2020 start at 6 pm.  It is winter and curling season.  Administrator Woodruff did a survey of other towns and several start their meetings at 5:30 or 6:30.  It was the general consensus to move the October meetings to the 8th and 22nd and begin the January through March meetings at 6 p.m.    
E. Resolution 66-09-19 Sewer Televising
Administrator Woodruff explained a portion of sewer main is televised every year.  She did not know why one quote was so much more than the other.  The city has hired both companies in the past.  Councilor Froehlich moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 66-09-19 approving sewer televising quote of Empire Pipe Service in the amount of $9,300.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.

F. 2012 G.O. Refunding Bond

Mayor Hollerich noted the interest rates have gone down.  Administrator Woodruff explained the 2012 G.O. Bonds can be refinanced at a cost savings of $56,000.  It was the general consensus to start the refinance process.  
G. Resolution 67-09-19 TNT Notice

Administrator Woodruff explained this is setting the annual Truth in Taxation meeting hearing date and time.  Councilor Froehlich moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adopt Resolution 67-09-19 selecting budget hearing date.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.
H. Park Equipment Option 

Administrator Woodruff had asked Minnesota Wisconsin Playground about prices for new playground equipment and if there was a grant available.  The sales person approved the grant in the amount of $29,993.00.  The remaining cost can come from liquor store funds, park capital outlay and excess police revenue.  The swings and climber can go near the splash pad and the large unit can go near the existing playground equipment at Heritage Park.  The city will be asking for approximately 20 volunteers to help assemble the playground equipment.  Councilor Warner moved and Councilor Froehlich seconded to adopt Resolution 68-09-19 approving purchase of park equipment.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Maslakow, Warner, Froehlich, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Christian.  Motion carried.
Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Warner seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 7:40 p.m.
