Community Comment

No one was present for Community Comment.    
Public Hearing – Well Head Protection Part 2 

Mayor Hollerich closed the council meeting and opened the public hearing at 7:03 p.m.  
Water Operator Johnson explained that there is not much vulnerability with our wells.  The wellhead protection process has been going on for about five years.  The plan has to be updated before any new wells are added.  Both of the city’s current wells are about the same depth and come from the same aquifer.  They draw from an area to the south of town and slightly east.  The city needs to watch for any deep wells or animal barns built in the delineation area.  Administrator Woodruff noted that it is a ten year plan that includes public education.  If a person finds a well on their property it needs to be sealed.  There may be grants available to offset the cost of sealing the wells.    
Mayor Hollerich closed the public hearing and reopened the council meeting at 7:07 p.m.  
Presentation – MNDOT – Victory Drive – Robert Jones

Robert Jones, Project Manager at MNDOT briefly explained the Highway 22 reconstruction project.  They are looking at doing a landscape plan for construction in 2019.  Approximately 600 trees will be removed during the project.  MNDOT is also going to remove the plaque and close the wayside rest between County Road 15 and County Road 90.  They plan on moving the plaque to the wayside rest in Mapleton.  MNDOT is looking for the best way to honor vets since this stretch of Highway 22 is designated as Victory Drive Highway.  They will not be able to replace the trees due to the requirement of the clear zone for safety reasons and farmers do not want the roots in their tile lines.  Candace Amberg of WSB & Associates wants to make sure that the landscaping honors veterans, but is also self-sustaining and easy to maintain.  Their goal is to put a committee together to explore options.  Ms. Ambers also presented a concept design memorial for the wayside rest.  MNDOT does not have the money for a memorial, but if the city would allocate money they would build it.  If the city does not choose to participate in the memorial, MNDOT will remove the driveway up to Scott’s Body Shop and place the plaque from the closed wayside rest next to the current plaque.  The parking surface will remain the same as it meets their specifications.  There are also four signs that will be replaced with two new signs at a cost of $1,600.  MNDOT does not have the funds to replace the signs so they requested donations for the Victory Drive Signs.  Mayor Hollerich requested one of the old Victory Drive signs for the museum.  Mayor Hollerich looks forward to hearing what the committee comes up with. 
Unfinished Business
1. Resolution 20-5-16 Revised Crack Filling  
Mayor Hollerich explained that after the original resolution was approved, staff realized that the Ground Service bid was not bid per pound.  Administrator Woodruff noted that this is to clarify the bid so that everything matches when the auditors look at it.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt revised Resolution 20-5-16 approving crack filling.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Christina, Maslakow, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried.  

2. Resolution 21-5-16 Revised Seal Coating

Square footage was added to the original bid so the amount was more than the original resolution.    
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt revised Resolution 21-5-16 approving the seal coating quote of Pearson Bros.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Christian, Maslakow, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried.
New Business

A. Resolution 44-9-16 Wage Scale   

Mayor Hollerich noted that there was a good discussion about the wage scale at the budget meeting.  This is the same as what was presented at the budget meeting.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 44-8-16 approving revised wage scale.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Christian, Maslakow, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried.     
B. Resolution 45-09-16 Proposed 2017 Budget 
Mayor Hollerich explained that the budget was increased 1/5% as per the five-year plan and discussed in the budget workshop.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 45-9-16 adopting proposed 2017 budget and tax levy.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried
C. Resolution 46-09-16 Budget Hearing Date
The truth in taxation hearing will be on Tuesday, December 6th at 7 p.m.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 46-9-16 selecting budget hearing date.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried
D. Resolution 47-09-16 Well Head Protection Plan
There were no questions from the community during the public hearing.  Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Maslakow seconded to adopt Resolution 47-09-16 approving the submittal of the Draft Wellhead Protection Plan to the Minnesota Department of Health.  Roll call vote:  Aye:   Treanor, Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried
E. Resolution 48-09-16 Accepting Bid
Councilor Treanor asked if the alley project will start this year.  Administrator Woodruff replied that it depends on if the sewer lining company can get sewer main lined soon or not.  Mayor Hollerich noted that it isn’t often that project bids come in under the engineer estimate.  Administrator Woodruff reported that the engineer checked the bids for errors and Rehnelt Excavating LLC is qualified to perform the work required under this contract.  Councilor Christian moved and Councilor Treanor seconded to adopt Resolution 48-09-16 accepting bid of Rehnelt Excavating LLC for the Alley located between Main Street NE and Smith Street NE from First Avenue NE and Second Avenue NE.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Christian, Maslakow, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried.  
F. Resolution 49-9-16 Repair in Pond
The storm sewer pond south of the Catholic Cemetery has a washout.  Sellers Construction submitted a quote to repair the outlet, replace new geotextile cloth, and replace the rip rap to support the tile outlet.  Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 49-9-16 approving repair in pond.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Christian, Maslakow and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried.  

G. Resolution 50-9-16 Extra Pay

An employee is turning age 65 and qualifies for Medicare.  It will save the city approximately $600 per month for the employee to off of city health insurance.  Administrator Woodruff noted that this is strictly for Medicare, not employees wanting to go on spouse’s health insurance plans.  Councilor Maslakow moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adopt Resolution 50-9-16 approving extra pay.  Roll call vote:  Aye:  Treanor, Christian, Maslakow, and Hollerich.  Nay:  none.  Absent:  Etherington.  Motion carried.  
Councilor Treanor moved and Councilor Christian seconded to adjourn the meeting.  All present voted in favor thereof.  Motion carried.  Mayor Hollerich adjourned the meeting at 8:00 p.m.
